Gellung Warl means ‘the tip of the spear’in Gunaikurnai.

Treaty establishes Gellung Warl, the permanent representative
body for Traditional Owners in Victoria.

Nginama Ngainga Wara is established

It will provide independent oversight and accountability
for Government.

Nyerna Yoorrook Telkuna is created

“To sit, to listen, to hear, to remember’ (Nyerna), ‘to truth’ (Yoorrook),
‘to cure, to heal’ (Telkuna) in Wamba Wamba/Wemba Wemba.

everyone across the state can understand our past and
share a better future.
